Misinformation has \'
been rising over
recent years and is
often spread
through social
media platforms.
Deliberate
misinformation
(disinformation)
may also be called
propaganda. It's
often combined
into the term ‘Fake
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92% of children in Wales have
completed the MMR vaccine. This has
contributed to UK losing it's
‘Measles-free’ status from the World
Health Organisation and a rise in
Measles cases. (NHS digital/Public Health Wales)
